    The property was originally part of the 340 acre Ft. Pierce Inlet State Park.  The site is 

primarily used as a boat ramp to access the Indian River Lagoon and Atlantic Ocean.

a) The location and type of structures or improvements currently on the property:  The 

following improvements are located on the site: Boat ramp with 4 slips, parking lot, 

wash down station, dry detention area, restroom, kiosk and fish cleaning station.

The 14.43 acre site consists primarily of improvements that include a boat launch, 

restroom, parking for 51 boat trailers, parking for 10 vehicles, driveway and retention 

pond.  The remainder of the site consists of Coastal Hammock (6.1 ac), and Tidal 

Swamp (0.3 ac).  (Exhibit G)  A complete list of observed species is listed in Exhibit 

H.  Approximately 3 acres of the Coastal Hammock is dominated by exotics including 

cogon grass.

Arents, Organic Substratum (6) - Consists of soil materials dug from several areas with 

different kinds of soils that have bee spread over muck in marshes or mangrove swamps.  

In most places, the Arents soil is made up of loose, sandy mineral material; however, 

amount of loamy and weakly cemented sandy material that were subsoils in other areas 

are mixed throughout.  Attached is Exhibit I.

All exotic 

species of plants will be eradicated from the site to increase forage for the Gopher 

Tortoise.  Gopher Tortoise crossing signs have been placed along the entrance road to 

further protect the animal from vehicular impacts.

The site will be managed as a single use facility as defined in Section 18-4.003 (15), 

Florida Administrative Code.  The property provides outdoor recreational opportunities 

such as fishing, and nature observation.  It is anticipated that most of the recreation 

activities will continue to be centered on boating.  

Multiple-use of the property was not considered due to the limited site resources.  Timber 

harvesting is not considered due to a lack of site resources.  Hunting is not allowed east 

of I-95.  The site contains inadequate forage for livestock.  There are no known mineral 

archaeological or historic resources on the site.

In 1941, the United States entered World War II and the U.S. Navy occupied the island.  

A wooden bridge and roadway was constructed through this site to service an estimated 

40,000 men that were stationed on the island while the nearby base was in operation.  In 

the early 1960ôs the original wooden bridge was removed and a new bridge relocated to 

its present location, approximately 100 feet north and adjacent to the site.  This property 

occupies the original bridge site.  In 1973 the site became the Fort Pierce Inlet State 

Recreation Area, managed by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.  The 

14.68 parcel was subleased to St. Lucie County on January 6, 1999.  Recreational use of 

the site is focused on providing boating access to the Indian River Lagoon and Atlantic 

Ocean.  The park provides access to the shoreline for fishing.

Invasive, non-native plants including Brazilian pepper and Cogon grass will be eradicated 

from the site utilizing a variety of techniques.  Trees/plants are either hand-pulled or 

killed using a cut stump treatment with a 10% mixture of Garlon 4 and oil.  Cogon grass 

will be foliar sprayed with a 3% mixture of Roundup and water.
